July 27, 2009
A special meeting of the California Educational Research Association (CERA) Board was held on July 27, 2009, by conference call, for the purpose of planning the 2009 Annual Conference and for transacting all proper business of the corporation. Mary Tribbey, CERA President, acted as chairperson for the meeting and Roger Yoho, CERA Secretary, acted as secretary for the meeting.  The meeting was called to order at 9:06 a.m.
1. Alternate Hotels for the 2009 Conference, San Francisco
Mary Tribbey, CERA President, was notified by Cathedral Hill Hotel personnel on July 20, 2009 that the hotel would be closing its doors before CERA’s scheduled 2009 conference dates and would be unable to host the conference.  As a consequence, a conference phone call was set-up among Board members so Board members could discuss the pros and cons of various alternate San Francisco conference locations.  Mary Tribbey and Paula Carroll will travel to San Francisco on July 30, 2009 to investigate various conference options in person.  All Board members expressed confidence in Mary Tribbey and Paula Carroll’s ability to select a new location for the 2009 CERA conference.   Board members expressed support for a room cost increase up to $130 – the Cathedral Hill contract was for $109 – if additional services such as wireless internet are included. 
2. Publicity about New Hotel Location

Board members agreed that it wasn’t necessary to incur the cost of producing new posters and sending them out.  Flyers will be mailed, and announcements will be email as soon as a new hotel is selected.

3. Future Board Meeting Set
Board members decided that their next scheduled Board meeting would be held at the California Department of Education in Sacramento, California on October 6, 2009 from 9:00 a.m. to 3:45 p.m.  The primary purpose of the meeting is to review and select proposed presentations for the 2009 conference program.
4. Nomination Committee
Mary Tribbey asked for volunteers for this year’s Nominating Committee for the purpose of nominating potential succeeding CERA Treasurer, At-Large, and Graduate Student Board positions.  Paula Carroll agreed to lead the committee; Karen Greer and I. Phillip Young agreed to serve as committee members. The Nominating Committee will submit the names of interested individuals to the 2009 CERA Board and conduct the election for these officers at the 2009 conference.
For the purpose of getting Board members to think about this a little ahead of time, Mary shared Darrell Brown’s suggestion that CERA could create a board member position of Treasurer that is separate from the ladder to CERA President.  This suggestion will be placed on the agenda for the October meeting, if that gives us enough time to modify the bylaws, or will be the subject of another phone conference. 

5. Sponsors and Exhibitors
Once a new hotel is chosen, Mary Tribbey, will revise and disseminate the existing documents for potential sponsors and exhibitors for the 2009 conference.
6. Potential New Conference Presentation

Discussion was held about whether there was still interest in providing a Research 101 pre-conference workshop to introduce fundamental program evaluation concepts and skills to all interested 2009 conference attendees. Paula Carroll and Tom Barrett are still willing to work to organize that workshop; Paula will explore this with Tom, Jim Parker and Nazy and will report back.  
7. Newsletter
Board members agreed that it would make sense to disseminate the newsletter in late August or early September.

8. Survey

Board members expressed support for surveying CERA members to learn how many of them intend to attend the 2009 conference in San Francisco.  This information will be used to determine the final room block at the new hotel.
